But as that work was only a begin
and a part of what I had intended to work out more fully - as I had announced an
promised in my former work - I therefore feel bound to do what I have promised a
accomplish what has been begun, and am obliged, for this purpose, to employ all
possible diligence to bring it to a successful issue. But as from my own experie
see clearly that it is impossible for me to fulfill this promise, or to elaborat
work requiring great thought an d diligence, with that coherence and accuracy wh
it demands, and at the same time to apply my time and thoughts to public occupat

this heating restores its prestine tenacity and malleability; for otherwise
it would be so brittle as not to bear the Hammer, the Brass when 'tie thus
prepar'd is fit for use.

any parcell of Copper, and abundance of other Experiments of the like
Nature, too long & numerous to mention here, & being also abundance of
Reciepts the whole must be read to render them intelligible.

Stockholm, April 10, 1935:
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Riksmuseeta Mineralogiska Avdelning -

In answer to your honored letter of March 26th, I beg to sag that the old
Minutes of the Commerce Collegium do not seem to contain anything more
concerning the Swedenborgian marble table than what I have already brought
forward in my article. None of the Tullarrende Society's Transactions is
preserved.

The circumstance that Benzelatierna was forced to turn to the Commerce
Collegium in order to get the marble table out of Customs shows, however,
that difficulties lay before him. In the usual course, no such turning was
needed in the case of the importation of wares, but foreign furniture -
among other things tables - was not allowed, in general, to be imported
into Sweden at that time;

a matter upon which Swedenborg plainly had not thought when he sent his
marble table.

In the Royal Ordinance of November 8th, 1731 ("Kongl. May:ts
Ytterligare nadige Fdérordning Til hwarjehanda Yppig - och Ofwarflddighets
afskaffande. Gifwen Stockholm i Rad-Cammaren den 8. Novembris 17317), it
is laid down in the foregoing reference, as follows:

"8

All kinds of foreign furniture, carpets, cupboards, cabinets, bureaux
tables, beds, chairs, etc., which shall in fact be specified and which are
made in foreign lands, of wood or iron, with the exception of mirrors,
shall hereinafter not be imported under the penalty of confiscation of the
wares and one hundred dalars silvermint fine. But, on the other hand, all
that may be imported which is worked domestically.”

I beg in conclusion warmly to thank you for your kind letter of
February 27th and also for the interesting extract from your lectures on
Swedenborg's Life and the review of Dr. Nordenmark's work.

Gram has then had the
work bound in two parts, the ornaments of the two volumes are quite
identical, and the work seem to hare been done by the same binder.

"Hans Gram - whose handwriting is very easy to recognize in this
notice - was born 28/10 1685, was Professor of Greek in the University of
Copenhagen in 1714, Royal Historiographer and Librarian of the Royal
Library in 1730.

which indisputably lies farther east than Sahlberg whose longitude is
rightly enough Stated by the Assessor himself in his work, p.295[*], to be
16 to 17 degrees east of London (as can be learned from the eclipse of
Jupiter's satellite observed in Upsala and Paris). From this it follows
that the result of the second operation should be not 108° 20' but 110°
50', and in the third operation (p.a ) 7° 49' instead of 6° 55'; and,
moreover, in the fifth operation, 156° 20' should be put for 153° 50'; and
in the sixth operation (o h), 20' 31' instead of 20° 5'

These differences which arise in the very beginning of the calculation from
an erroneous longitude, and which have an influence on the whole of the
following calculations, have in addition the result that the declination of
the needle, according to a correct calculation founded on the author's
precepts, becomes 179 453' and therefore in error by an excess of 43
minutes from the observation as compared with the calculation by the
correct longitude and latitude as mentioned by Herr Professor Celsius in
the Academy's Memoirs.

In the 7th Operation a notable error is committed in that the whole

As a consequence, instead of 37°s 5'. (and, by a correct longitude and
latitude 37° 57'), the assessor's result in t hi s seventh operation is
66°s 45'., so that by such calculation the declination of the Magnet is not
calculated for any place within Sweden's wife bounds' nor for any place
within the whole of Europe; but had the Author in his 14 Operations only
taken the proportional parts for the height of the pole which this 7th
Operation aims after, and not

[Pph.2] incorrectly calculated the rest, he would have made his calculation
of the declination of the needle for a place under 30°: 10' Pole-height
which lay south of the Mediterranean in the Kingdom of Tripoli on the
Barbary coast of Africa.

Moreover, that one may not think this error as to the degrees of the height
of the pole instead of their complement has come from a slight mistake
which has crept into the calculation for this time only - which yet is of
great consequence - it will be shown in the following remarks that the same
mistake appears 7 more times, and more than once when, according to the
Aasessor's rules and former method, neither the height of the Pole nor its
complement is to be used.

In the 8th Operation, 66°s 45'. multiplied by 6", should have resulted in
6': 40 1-2” instead of 6': 36" as stated. This difference, although both
here and in the two following Operations it seems a slight one, ought
nevertheless to have been observed by the author because the calculation
plainly gives this result, and because in the 12 Operations there is
thereby caused a difference from a more exact calculation according to the

which the author himself increases to 10 1-2 minutes by an erroneous
calculation in the 11th Operation (where 38° 22' is put instead of 38° 29')
and by a double error in the 12th Operation (where 66° 25' is taken for the
66° 25' [?

obtained in the 7th Operation, and the result 4° 7' is found instead of 4°

as all this is built upon an incorrect complement of latitude, as stated
above, therefore to the author’s given longitude and latitude the result of
the 8th Operation (when one makes a correct calculation) is only 3°: 42 % ;

not 114°: 31', but 105°: 8', and its complement not 65° 29' but 9° 23°'
greater, namely, 74° 52'. Every one will be able to discern this if he will
be pleased to examine the Assessor's work with its calculations.

In the 15th Operation occurs for the second time the incorrect complement
of the longitude, where 59°: 50'. is used for 30°: 10', and in addition,
the 65°: 29’ lately come across for the correct figures 74°: 52'. The
result thus becomes 51°: 52'. instead of 29°: 1' which is given by a
correct calculation according to the author’s rules.

In the 16th Operation, in addition to the incorrect 65°: 29', we again have
the incorrect 59°: 50' instead of its complement 30° 10', and besides this,
their cotangents are taken as 9.79435. instead of 9.76435. What other
consequence can follow so faulty a calculation than the result 33°: 40
instead of only 8°: 38'. In the 17th Operation this 33°: 40' added to 26°:

the 13th Operation, gives the author a sum of 60°: 17', while - adding 8°:

Fourteen days ago I had the honor of receiving the Herr Assessor's
friendly letter, wherein the Herr Assessor indicates his pleasure in case I
could contribute something to the restoration of Herr Bookkeeper Peter
Swedberg. Nothing is more pleasing to me than to be able to do something
for the pleasure of my superiors to whom I am so closely bound. But truly,
if the contents of the letter have regard to the Herr Bookkeeper's being
again put in service, and to my influencing the public Bergslag in that
sense, then this has not been morally : possible for me.

I have had sufficient occasion to repent having so greatly laid my
soul out for this man, when he entered the service; however, those who know
the causes by which I was then influenced should excuse me more readily
than do others in part. Were I again to use the same influence in order
that Herr Swedberg might again have access to the Copper Notes, I would be
entering without excuse for the future, and, moreover would be taking a
step which I would regret and lament over during my whole life. He will not
admit his deficit, although for three years now this has been laid before
his eyes as clearly as that twice 2 are 4. He affects the manner of a
business dealer, of a cautionist. I would readily have had him in place of
Inspector Wall, as liquidator between himself and the Bergalag, if he had
been advised to acknowledge himself guilty of the misuse of the Kopper
notes to the amount of about 5 skeppunds, a fact that was known to me at
the time the error was discovered. He will pay neither that sum nor a
larger. Does he wish that some other persons shall acknowledge respon-
sibility of paying the 5 skeppunds? Finally, and when he had tired me out
with writing, he would entangle both me and the Bergelag in an arrangement
with his children and his eight creditors, putting the last named parties
against the Bergalag

It might have been that at the meeting of September 25" I might
have refrained from advising the Bergalag so fully on all Bookkeeper
Swedberg’s circumstances, and might have let the public do as they pleased.
But, dear Herr Assessor, I wee almost sure that much had been resolved
doubtfully - for a crowd is not readily systematic, does not search into
all the corners of a matter. The public, moreover, 1is never responsible for
any consequence; it never gives any explanation of its desires - it was
necessary to put another board in Its place. Therefore, they who make
proposals for it, must needs have reason to fear that he must himself bear
the whole burden in case it does amiss.

Still, I would have been silent at the meeting with respect to
different things which were very damaging to Bookkeeper Swedberg - and it
would have been a pleasure to me if, for the sake of the Herr Assessor and
of other dear associates who think gently of him, I had never set eyes on
him - if only Herr Swedberg had at that time been willing to give up his
course of self advocacy, acknowledging his fault, and begging the
Bergelag's consent to his agreeing with some faithful and competent person
who could be his successor, and could take the whole debt on himself. But
since an intention was otherwise - which should be investigated by plain
propositions and answers at this place; and since the matter could not be
left to the obscure voting of a few Bergsmen, "it would be best for the
service which he now does, to go on; their total expression was to this
effect." Therefore I am assured that the Herr Assessor will agree with what
I have done and written with regard to this occasion.

If T had had no regard for the Herr Aasessor's above-mentioned
kind letter and for the many signs of friendship, then, according to my
duty and my inclination, at the meeting I could not willingly have avoided
revealing to the Bergslag how risky it is for them to let themselves be
talked into yielding, over one time after another, to servants - which
somewhat relieves the Bergslag, otherwise I can find nothing else than that
the one sins in hope of mercy as well as the other. If the Herr Assessor
will be no kind as to read my humble deduction to the Royal College, which
comes on Monday, I think the Herr Assessor will receive from it an
indication that all is best as it is. And with respect,

Rules to conserve heat in rooms

In northern countries heat is conserv'd in a quite different manner from
what it is in those that are more southerly; and done by stoves, by help of
which, the heat in charcoals and other coals,

exhales and penetrates into the room, and so fills it; and of this you may
have the benefit all day long. In other places the method is different: But
I would incline to furnish rules, whereby heat may be conserv'd in such
rooms, whose stoves consist of plates, etc.

Rooms built of wood warmer than those of stone.

Rooms 1. Rooms, built of wood, are warmer than those built of stone; that
is, walls made up of wood supply a greater heat than stone-walls do; the
reason 1is, because stones continually exhale some degree of cold, which
weakens the heat that approaches the walls: Whence the more stone there is
in the walls of any room, the colder it is, but the more wood, the warmer.
To prove this by experiments; put a large stone into the fire, and you will
presently observe the fire lose such of its force; because the cold exhales
from the stones. And thus near any stone you will feel it always cold: If
you walk upon a stone parent, in some time you will feel the soles of your
feet cold, and afterwards the cold strike to your whole body; and if you
sit upon a stone for a quarter of an hour, vyou will feel a great deal of
cold: Lay a piece of ice either in the corner of

the room, or under the table, sad you will perceive a pretty intense
degree of cold proceeding from it, and that at a good distance from the
ice. And the quantity of this exhalation is proportional to the bigness of
the piece of ice.

The more wood in the room the more heat.
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In like manner, the more wood there is in a room, the more heat it has; so
that if the walls, tables, seats and other things be of wood, they neither
diffuse heat nor cols. But upon the accession of the least degree oOf heat,
there Immediately and for some time after exhales an insensible heat.

Stone walls wainscotted, etc. warmer than naked.

If stone-walls be wainscoted or hung with tapestry, there may be a
greater degree of heat in the same room than if the walls were naked: For,
wood and tapestry prevent the cold from exhaling too far from the stone,
and from weakening the approaching heat: And hence by means of these, heat
may be very much conserv’d.

As also plaster’d stone walls.
And in like manner it is, if stone-walls be covered with a thick plaister:
For, the plaister does not exhale so much cold as the naked stone: Whence

it not only absorbs the cold, but likewise drives it back, that it shall
not enter the room.
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p.123: Brick-walls warmer than stone walls.

Walls, made of common gray stone, emit more cold; and likewise the
warmer than larger the stones are, or the thicker the walls, they omit so
much the more, as we perceive in churches; but brick-walls emit less.

The more porous stone and wood iIs, the warmer.

The more porous and light the stone is, the less cold it emits, and

the easier it receives the heat, as scorias of iron and calx's; so like
wise the more porous wood is, and the more abounding in sulphur, the
better it conserves the heat.

The thinner stone-walls are the warmer.

2. The thinner stone-walls are, they contain and conserve heat in a

room better than thick walls, which seems to contradict the principles of
many. For, they imagine that the thicker the stone-wall is, the better the
external cold is kept out from penetrating thro' chinks; but such people do
not consider, that an intense cold exhales from the very stones, and the
more so, the thicker the walls are. And again they can scarcely be warm'd
in a long time. And experience likewise teaches, that in places where
there has not been a fire for some time, the cold exhaling from the walls
is felt for a long time. For further confirmation of this, let us suppose
that the blass of the window, tho' it be very thin, be of the nature of
stone; yet still no cold exhales from it, because it is thin. In like m
anner a piece of thinner ice has a less degree of cold than a thicker
piece of ice. Whence if the walls consist only of one course of
bricks, the room is render'd warmer than if it was built of the strongest
stone.

The warmth of rooms depends on their figure.

3. The less compass a wainscotted room takes, the warmer it is: Hence
a square room is warmer than a round one; and an oblong room warmer than
a square one, and the more oblong the better.

The more that rooms are exposed to the heat of the fire, the warmer.

The greater apace in the flooring and walls, that the fire burning in
the stove can occupy with its rays or heat, the warmer the room is. Thus
lower rooms are warmer than higher ones, both because the compass of the
wall is but small, as because the heat does not ascend so high. For, the
heat remains under the ceilings; the contrary happens in rooms, which
consist of naked stone-walls.

The closer the upper part of the house, the warmer.

4. The upper parts of the house, the more close, compact, and the
freer of chinks they are, the better is the heat conserv'd therein; the
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the reason is, that the heat bursts out like a flood. But it is otherwise
if the chinks be in the lower part of a room. For, the heat does not
descend, but ascend. Whence no heat escapes through the lower parts, but
the wind and the external cold enter there, and press and urge the heat in
the upper parts to go out. Therefore, the rule is, the fewer the chinks
there are in the upper parts, or the more compact, the better.

The heat escapes more at upper than lower chinks.

The farther a chink is from the roof, the less harm it does, and the
less heat passes thro' it' but the nearer the roof, the more.

The higher windows are, and the nearer to the roof the
less heat conserve.

The higher the windows are, and the nearer they are to the roof, the
heat is conserv'd with the greater difficulty, and vice versa. You will
often find, (p.1l24) that a wide and pretty large chink near a flooring
causes no waste of heat.
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Directions in a wooden building

Hence we are to mind; 1. That the joining of the angles in wooden
buildings be well executed, and mutually fit. 2. That the upper joinings
at the roof be on every side close. 3. That the stove be very close, to
wit, that the plates fit exactly to their places, without any gapings.

4. That there be no opening at the uppermost part of a window. 5. Nor

in the upper part of a door. 6. Whence double windows and doors are
best.7. Doors which lead into any cellar or lower part of a house, draw a
great deal of cold air, and cause a wind in the adjoining rooms.

The Preface

The design of this undertaking (of which now the first volume is finished)
is to present the reader with a translation of what is deemed most valuable
and curious in the several Literary Memoirs, published in different parts
of Germany and the North.

The variety of curious and really useful matters in the different
branches of science which these several memoirs contain, the reputation
they are in among the Learned, and those published in the German Language
being inaccessible to most Readers, seem reasons sufficient to justify the
present undertaking.

But this work is not confined to such memoirs alone, as are
published in Sets of Volumes; It also takes in several curious and useful
Academical Dissertations, published in loose sheets, which might otherwise
be lost even to the generality of learned Readers. And here it could be
doing the Editor a Particular pleasure to mention some Gentlemen, who have
not only encouraged this Work, but have supplied the Originals of perhaps
some of the most valuable materials contained therein; as particularly, the
Dissertations on the Philosopher’s Stone, on Camphire, Amber, Metallic
Salts, &c.

In the Execution of this Work Care has been taken to retrench no one
circumstance, that reeked material to the subject in hand: Pompous
Preambles, personal Addresses, matters of mere Form, and have indeed been
cut off, as what probably, the Original Authors themselves, were they in
this manner to publish their several Performances, would without reserve
have struck out.

The disposing the several materials under General Heads might
possibly be the more preferable method; yet on several accounts (which
would be needless to mention) this could not be gone into. However, to
obviate in some measure any such objection, a particular Index is prefixed
to the Book wherein the different subjects are brought under general Heads
alphabetically arranged. Though possibly the other method,

That has been taken, may not be without its agreeableness with
some readers, as they may be pleased with an artless variety.

As to the name of Authors, they are cited in the manner they
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generally occur in English Writers. But as to such as are rarely or never
to be met with in these, the most eligible Way, one would think, wee to
call them by their Latin names; as by these, it is presumed,

they are best known among the Learned.

And now the Whole is submitted to the candid judgment of the

Reader. In a work of such Variety and Compass, souse mistakes must be
unavoidable; the Language may Sometimes happen to be rough and

unequal, owing to the difference of stile of tie various persons employed
in the translation, so that perhaps it was not essays a very easy

matter to avoid these Blemishes. The over critical end squeamish,

indeed, may not only magnify such escapes, but also imagine they

discover mistakes where really there mad be none: But the Candid &
Judicious will be ready to extenuate and overlook such miscarriages,

if there is anything in the whole Performance that may atone for them.

It only remains to acquaint the Reader that the succeeding Volumes
will with all convenient speed follow this first, if the Publick by their
generous Encouragement shall enable the Editor cheerfully to go through so
expensive an Undertaking.

Indication of a deluge from figured stones, etc.

That the earth we now inhabit was formerly cover'd by the sea, appears very
clearly from figur'd stones and various petrified bodies, as also
from other indications.

Not far from the town of Uddevalla, on a high mountain, is to
be seen an entire tract, consisting of shells of different kinds. The same
is also to be seen near Stromstad on a still higher mountain, and which
is elevated 70 yards above the surface of the sea; as also in the islands
Cornia and Crousthia, from which the inhabitants burn an excellent kind of
lime, with which they supply the whole country.

From different strata in Sweden.

In Sweden likewise are observable strata of very different
kinds, as up and down in mines, and in one of Scania, not far from
Landscron; and every where in the ruins of certain mountains, and also in
the sloping sides of very high hills, as Kinnekuelle, Billingen, etc.

From the face of the northern parts.

That the ocean stood high above out earth seems to be more
evidently concluded from the face of the northern parts, than from that of
countries more southerly. Here we find entire tracts, fill'd, and as it
were, pav’d w 1ith stones of a huge bulk and weighs. And the higher the
country lies from the sea, these stones are larger and more numerous. That
stones of a great weight may be rolled and carried to a great distance,
appears from the following hydrostatical considerations.

How large stones may be roll’d a great way, accounted for
hydrostatically.
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1. The weight of stone to water, bulk for bulk, is no more than 2 and %
to 1, and to salt-water still less. 2. Besides, it almost loses half its
weight in water; and there remains but 1 and *. 3. Whence the weight of
stone i1s not so sensible in the sea as in the air. Seeing water is so heavy
as almost to equal part of the remaining weight, that is, since the weight
of stone in water is to water as I and % to 1, in air it will be as 2000
to 1, i1f not more. 4. If therefore, the waves agitate the sea at its
bottom, as tempests do the atmosphere in its lower parts where we live; and
if a column of sea-water be some hundred yards high, the motion and force
of the fluctuating water at the bottom will be increased in the ratio of
the height and of the bases.

So that a wave of the sea, continu’d towards the bottom, has a greater
force from its height that the same wave on the surface. 5. And
consequently, the primaeval sea could have carried along with it stones of
a huge bulk, loosen’d spontaneously from mountains, and strew the earth up
and
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down

with them, and even move its whole bottom. 6. In the same manner as
the atmosphere at its bottom usually drives along, barks, leaves,
feathere, etc., which are a thousand times lighter, provided the air
be

p.67: agitated by a tempest; and these are carried away and rais'd
aloft, as they are lighter. And this force is partly owing to the
height of the atmosphere which being agitated imparts by the
weilight of its column the same force to a tempest, which another
force would to a greater body in motion. 7. We may have many
instances of this from those bulwarks or dykes, which are built of
a double frame of boards and heaps of e tones t so often as the
water rises to 3 or 4 yards, which is usual in winter, we see the
water have so much force, as often to overturn these dykes, and
carry the stones along with it, and convey them sometimes to the
distance of 100 yards, which is also owing to the height of the
water. 8. Hence in those parts of Sweden that are highest
from the sea, as in Orebro, which lies between two seas, larger
and more numerous broken fragments are observ'd than any where
else; because so far the waves could drive and follow, not higher,
because nearer to the surface.

To what the present face of the earth owes its
inequlity.

From these things we may deduce, that the face of the present earth
owes 1its inequality to the ocean; and all those parts which consist
of slim, shells, sand and stones, and which are unequal, to the
fluctuation of the sea at the bottom. Whence arise 1. So many kinds
and figures of hills; 2. So many Strata in these; 3. So many ridges
of mountains. consisting partly of sands, partly of smaller and
partly of larger stones, and extending for 8 o: 10 miles; 4. The
roundness of those small stones, of which large ridges of mountains
consists For, they seem as if they were turn 'd in a lathe, which
is an indication of their agitation and mutual attrition by their
continual rolling motion at the bottom. 5. And what very much
confirms this Opinion that the above ridges in Sweden do for the
most part run north and south; which seems to have arisen from the
continual easterly and westerly winds, such as are at this day in
the great ocean. For, such must necessarily have been in the
diluvian and northern ocean, when it wanted a shore, etc.

All these things might have happen'd in a deluge; but whether all of
them in that of Noah, may possibly be question'd; the reason is
because in very many places the ribs and other different parts of
ships are still fount and these rais'd above the surface of the sea
at this day to 40 and 50 yard' nearly; and even in mountains
themselves we find an anchors and cables and many other things which
indicate, that the ancient inhabitants had a harbor there. And it is
certain that the surface of the Baltic does still gradual subside
towards the north; an d in 70 years we find to 4 and 5 yards
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perpendicular height. Whence in many places they now plow and sow,
where 100 years ago they sail'd and catch' d fish. In Westro-Bothnia,
within the space of one century, some towns are removed, as it were,
spontaneously from the shore and are become distant some hundred
miles from the ancient harbour.
And we are likewise told the same of Upsal and other places; which
may be indications that all these changes did not happen in the
p.68: universal deluge; but that the nothern countries especially, lay
long water after the deluge and gradually appear’s or became habitable,
as the
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sea subsided towards the north. Which if it can be further confirm'd by
experiments about Lubeck, it will supply a handle of surmising. 1. That the
horizontal pressure of our part of the earth is subject to change; which
follows, if the seas towards the poles be depress'd and elevated, as is
affirm'd towards the equator. 2. And consequently, that the distances in
latitude vary. 3. That some continents might formerly have been islands,
and in tract of time be joined upon the subsiding of the sea.
